The NWP is dedicated to the improvement of instruction in our nation’s schools, particularly through the means of composition as a unique and powerful way of learning and knowing in all curricular areas.   The project is dedicated to the ideas that teachers are professionals who must practice what they teach and must be paid for their expertise.  The project is also dedicated to fostering an interdisciplinary community and support system of teachers from all grade levels and across the curriculum.  (For this reason, we encourage nominations from all grade levels- K-University, and from all subject areas.) 

All participants must be nominated (by a peer, administrator or through self-nomination), and then proceed to apply to become a Fellow in the Writing Project.  After reviewing applications and conducting interviews, our board of directors (made up of Natonal Writing Project teachers) will invite a maximum of 25 educators to participate.  

The summer institute is not a course in any conventional sense but it does carry 6 graduate hours of credit which are fully covered by BSWP. Housing, books, a retreat in McCall, many meals and much more are also fully covered.

Deadline for nomination papers is February 24, 2012 but are accepted immediately.  Nominate yourself or a peer today!  I hope you are as excited as I am by this new opportunity for teachers in our part of the world!
